01. Subject to the provisions of the Arunachal Pradesh Public Distribution of articles order, 2005 and to the terms and conditions of this license Shri/Smti/ Miss________________________M/s___________________________ is/ are ____________________hereby authorized to operate as a wholesale seller of the PDS items for__________ district. The purchase and sales shall be carried on only as per directions to be given in writing by the Licensing Authority from time to time.

02. No person or firm or registered Co- operative Society, granted license as wholesale nominee and Carriage   Contractor for PDS items, shall sub- let the license or engage any other party to carry on the business of drawal of PDS items and their transportation.

03. (a) The licensee shall carry on wholesale business of notified article at the following location:-

      (b) The notified articles in which the aforesaid business is to be carried on shall not be stored at any other than    the godwns mentioned below:

NOTE: If the licensee intends to store the notified article in any place other than those specified above, thay shall give intimation in writing to the Licensing Authority within a period of seventy two hours of actual storing of these articles therein. He shall also produce the license before the Licensing Authority within a fortnight of his giving intimation mentioned above, for the purpose of making requisite changes.

04. (a) The license shall maintain daily stock register separately for all the PDS items and other notified articles showing correctly:

i. The opening stock of each day.

ii. The quantities received on each day showing the place from where and the source from where received.

iii. The quantities delivered or otherwise removed on each day showing the places of destination and to who issued.

iv. The closing stock on each day.

Explanation: -

(a) The licensee may maintain more than one stock register for APL, BPL and Antyodaya and other notified articles. In case the notified articles are not received physically by the license on the date of entering in to any transaction or sold notified articles are not removed physically by the purchaser on the date of entering into any transaction, a note should be recorded in this behalf in stock register. 

(b) The license should complete the entries in the Stock Register for each day latest by the beginning of the transaction on the following day unless prevented by reasonable cause, the burden of proving which shall rest upon them.

05. The license shall not contravene the provisions of the Arunachal Pradesh Public Distribution of Article order, 2005 or any law relating to essential commodities in force

06. The license shall issue to every customer of such PDS articles a cash memo which should show his license number, firm’s name and address. The date of transaction, the quantity sold and the price charged should also be reflected in the case memo. He shall keep a duplicate copy of the same to be made available for inspection on demand by the licensing authority or any other officer authorized in this behalf.

07. The license shall furnish correctly such information relating to the business as may be required from him and shall carry out instructions as may, from time to time be given by the licensing authority.

08. The licensee shall give all facilities at all reasonable time to the inspecting authority for inspection of his stocks and accounts at any shop, godown, or other places used by him for the storage, sale or purchase and for the taking of samples of the PDS articles for examination.

09. i) The licensee shall comply with any direction that may be given to him by the state Government or by the licensing authority with regard to the purchase, sale, storage for sale of the notified articles and the language in which the registers, report/returns or invoices shall be written and the authentication and maintenance of the register, etc.

ii) The licensee shall keep open his shop premises on all days except the day which has been declared weekly holiday by the Licensing Authority, provided that the license may keep his premises closed on public holiday. Provided further that the licensing authority may, by an order in writing permit any licensee to keep his shop premises closed on any day other than any of the above mentioned holidays.

010. Every licensee shall take adequate measures to ensure that the notified articles due to ground moisture, rain, insect, rodents, birds, fire and other causes are avoided. The licensee shall also ensure that fertilizers, insecticides and poisonous chemicals likely to contaminate such articles, are not stored along with these notified articles in the same godowns or in immediate adjacent position to the stocks of the notified articles.

011. This license shall be valid up to 31/03………………………for first year.

012. This license shall be liable for renewal for a maximum period of one year subject to satisfactory performance, for which the licensee must apply to Government through the licensing authority.
